AMsit from our Lawyers aftnsual Meeting

Representatives from Wolf, Rifkin,
Shapiro & Shapiro, LLP (WRSS)
participated at our Annual Meeting
held on February 4, 2006. Attorney
Dan Shapiro provided homeown-
ers with status on the closure of
the lawsuit filed by Edna Ridgley,
former property manager. The
lawsuit was settled through a me-
diation process that resulted in a
settlement amount of $95,000.00.
Attorney Shapiro advised home-
owners that the decision to settle
the lawsuit through mediation was
in the best interest of the Associa-
tion because the cost associated
with a court trial would have ex-
ceeded the cost of the mediation
greatly.

In response to a request by the
Board of Directors, Kelly Patterson,
Attorney with WRSS, provided
homeowners with information
about some of the areas where
the Association® CC&R® could be
updated to better reflect changes
in California law and practices
within the Association, which have
evolved over the past 30 years.
The Association® CC&R® were
originally adopted in 1973. This
was an informational presentation
and residents should understand
that it does not mean that the
CC&R® are changing imminently,
if at all. Revision of the CC&R®

must be voted on and approved
by 75% of owners.

Some of the areas highlighted by
Ms. Patterson included amending
our CC&RG&to provide clarity on is-
sues such as enforcement of rules
and regulations, and to specify in
greater detail the Association® or
the ownersQresponsibility regard-
ing maintenance repairs, such as
plumbing, electrical wiring, patios,
etc.

If the CC&R® were to be revised,
one of the most controversial reg-
ulations that would be changed is
the current OngpetOprovision. Ms.
Patterson explained that current
California law states that govern-
ing documents adopted or amend-
ed after January 1, 2001 may not
prohibit an owner from keeping at
least one pet. Thus, should the
Association vote to amend our
CC&RG, according to California
law, the Association® OngetOpro-
vision would no longer be enforce-
able. The law does, however, al-
low the Association to limit pets to
not more than one per unit, and to
specify maximum weight and per-
haps disallow certain breeds.

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FROM THE GARDEN GURUS....

Patio Planting Tips
Is your patio giving you a headache? Tree roots making it impossible to cultivate? Too much sun or
shade? Hard to keep track of watering? DonObe discouraged. Let nature help amend and improve your
soil. Here are a few thoughts on the subject:

Create a garden ecosystem in your patio. If you can afford the initial
expense, install an automatic drip system so that daily hand watering will
become a thing of the past. Your soil will be hydrated in small amounts
on a daily basis to increase the growth of microorganisms that are
healthy for your plants.

Another way to create an ecosystem is to plant ferns of all different
kinds, especially if your patio has many shaded areas. You should avoid
the sword fern, which is invasive and

many types available. They also do
well in pots.

Another plant that will thrive in our
climate and will take any kind of
light or shade is the columbine flower. This plant is happy all year
long. It flowers in the summer and early fall and self-sows, so it
will multiply on its own in your garden (but not too aggressively).
The columbine® natural habitat is at 10,000 feet in the mountains
of Colorado, but it will grow almost anywhere, comes in a variety
of flower colors, is very hardy, and will produce blooms year after
year with a minimum amount of care.

The Rocky Mountain columbine

An inexpensive leaf mulch can help improve your patio soil. If you live near a Chinese elm tree, it pro-
duces leaf litter year-round, which can be composted and turned into leaf mulch. Just gather leaves
every day or so, put them into a garbage can in a corner of your patio, and add a little water once in a
while. After about six months, this leaf mulch turns to pure gold, which can be spread in your garden
to help amend the soil. Best of all—it's FREE!

from the audience. Many
residents expressed con-
cern about allowing dogs
in the Green.

Otherresidents
stated their belief that the
CC&R® have worked well
for 30 years, and without
compelling reasons to
change, there should be
no need to undergo this
process. Other residents
expressed doubt that the
Association could obtain
the required 75% approval
in a vote of owners need-
ed to revise the governing
documents.

Homeowners were pro-
vided with a handout
prepared by WRSS that
summarized the proposed
changes presented at the
meeting. Copies of the
handout are available at
the office.

The informational presen-
tation was very informa-
tive and generated a lot of
discussion with homeown-
ers. Look forward to more
opportunities to learn
about the documents that
govern our Village Green
community.

some kequently asked questions

Q: Where do | get the Work Order forms?

A: From the Village Green office, or from the box
in your laundry room.

Q: What should Work Orders be used for?

A: Work Orders are for non-emergency situa-
tions. Some examples: reporting a burned-out
pole light, requesting that a kitchen sink or toilet
be unclogged, reporting a plumbing leak.

Completing the Form:

Enter your court number, name, correct address,
and date. Be brief and specific about the nature
and location of the problem. Enter the dates and
times when you are available for Maintenance to
come to your unit, or to be contacted in order to
clarify your request.

If the repair needs to be done inside your unit, and
you will not be home during regular business hours
(8 a.m.b5 p.m.), make arrangements to leave a
key at the office or with a neighbor.

Deposit the Work Order Form in the office, orin the
laundry room in your court. Forms are retrieved
from the laundry rooms twice a dayNat 7:30 a.m.
and 12:30 p.m.

Q: What happens next?

A: The office stamps the form with the date re-
ceived. The Administrative Assistant then directs
the request to the appropriate department, such
as Maintenance, the Landscape Company, or Pest
Control.

The department supervisor picks up the request
and assigns and schedules the work. The green
copy of the form is kept in the office until the origi-
nal white copy has been completed and signed by
the supervisor. The yellow copy goes to the resi-
dent.

Q: What do | do if a worker does not come at the

requested time?
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A: If it is a VG worker, call the VG Maintenance
Supervisor at (323) 294-5214. Ask the supervisor
how long the work might take.

If the work order was directed to an outside ven-
dor (i.e. Bennett Landscape, Amway Pest Control,
etc.) Residents can call the Administrative Assis-
tant at the office.

Q: How do | know if there is a charge for the
work?

A: The supervisor will tell you if there is a charge
at the time of the work. The Village Green labor
rate is, at present time, $25.00 per hour, with a
minimum charge of $25.00. (If the work takes less
than an hour, you will be billed the minimum $25.00
charge.) The charge will be added to your monthly
assessment statement.

Q: What if I have questions about the work order
or the billing?

A: Call the office. Your call will be directed to the
appropriate unit to answer your questions.

for city services

You know about dialing 911 in a emergen-
cy, but did you know about 311? The City
of Los Angeles has a single toll-free num-
ber for non-emergency public services. All
you have to do is pick up the phone and
dial 3-1-1.

City Services include everything from an-
mal control, to parking, libraries, the police,
general complaints, transportation, and the
zoo.

Call 311 to report a pothole
that needs fixing, find out
where to dispose of toxic
materials, ask about com-
munity meetings in
your area, or just
to get informa-
tion about any
city service.

February 24 - A resident reported side panels sto-
len from a vehicle. A resident reported fumes coming
from neighbor’s unit. A resident reported that a tree
limb had fallen on a car and shattered a window.

February 25 - A resident in Court 12 reported at
11:30 p.m. that a film crew was causing a noise dis-
turbance. A security officer responded and spoke to
the film crew, explaining that filming on VG proper-
ty outside of individual units requires permission of
management. An hour later the same resident called
to report a disturbance from the film crew from a
neighbor’s unit. The officer responded again. The
resident also called the police, who arrived at 1:00
a.m.
